Rodinny diim na svahu Jestédu

Single Family House on the Slope of Jestéd Mountain

PROJEKT — PROJECT 2000-2001

Investor pozadoval prostorny rodinny dim, ktery by poskytoval
dostatek soukromi pro rodinu i hosty a byl v harmonii s pfirodou.
Podminkou pro stavebni povoleni byl navrh ve stylu tradi¢ni
podjestédské architektury.

Jednoduchy mnohostén je tvofen sklonénymi plochami, vznika
jakysi ,trychtyf” nasmérovany k jihozapadu a zachycujici
odpoledni slunce. Velkd prosklena sténa do dvora je zéroven
obrovskym oknem s vyhledem na zvinénou vulkanickou
stfedoceskou krajinu. Plan domu je zaloZen na volné
interpretovaném ,rohovém” ptidorysu rozvinutém dle
konfigurace kopcovitého terénu. Vychodni éast spadajici

z pfikrého svahu je podsklepena.

Rozmérny obytny prostor je spojen s polootevienou kuchyni,
dvé obytné casti jsou oddéleny. Centralné umistény krb, schody
do patra a arkyf pro pani domu jsou jediné plastické prvky

v jednoduchych prostorech. Cely prosvétleny obyvaci prostor

v pfizemi je spojen rozmérnymi posuvnymi dvefmi s okolni
zeleni, ktera tak vstupuje pfimo do interiéru.

Mezi pouzitymi materialy je zvlastni dliraz kladen na ,tradicni”
druhy. Sikmé stfechy jsou pokryty Sedozelenou bfidlici, okna

a svislé fasady jsou z modiinového dreva. Povrch mirné
sklonénych stfech je tvofen nizkym zelenym porostem. Uvnitf
domu jsou viditelné dfevéné lepené vazniky a vnitfni strany
stfechy z modfinu, nosné stény jsou omitnuty. Blok krbu

s vysokym kominem a kulaty arkyf na zapadni strané jsou zvenku
omitnuty v terakota tédnu hrubou omitkou. Tepelna pohoda

v domé je zajisténa podlahovym vytapénim vyhfivanym
tepelnym cerpadlem. Navic diim vyuziva pfimého slunecniho
zafeni, které ohfiva keramickou podlahu.
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The investor requested a spacious house that would afford
sufficient privacy to both the family and guests, and that would
be in harmony with nature. The building permit was conditioned
on a design conforming to the traditional style of architecture
typical of the submontane region around the Jestéd mountain.

The simple polyhedron is formed by inclined planes, creating

a sort of a “funnel” facing the southwest and capturing the
afternoon sun. A monumental glazed wall facing the courtyard
doubles as a giant window offering a view of the undulating
volcanic landscape of Central Bohemia. The house’s groundplan
is based on a loosely interpreted ,,corner” rolled out according to
the configuration of the hilly terrain. The eastern part following
a steep slope is cellared.

The extensive residential section connects to a semi-openplan
kitchen. Two of the residential sections are detached. The

only plastic elements in the simple space are a center placed
fireplace, the stairs and a bay window for the mistress of the
house. The entire light-flooded residential space on the ground
floor is connected, by large sliding doors, with the surrounding
vegetation.

With regards to the materials used, a special emphasis is placed
on “traditional” types: single-pitch roofs are covered with green-
gray slate; the window frames and vertical facades are from larch
wood; a low vegetation layer forms the surface of gently inclined
roofs; larch wood glued trusses and the underside of the roof
can be seen inside the house; loadbearing walls are rendered in
plaster; the fireplace block, with a tall chimney and a round bay
window, is coated with rough plaster in terracotta shade. A floor
heating system, supplied with heat by a heat pump, provides heat
comfort inside the house. The house further takes advantage of
direct sunlight, which warms the ceramic floors.
